Ryan was diagnosed in the 1980’s with a
rare form of cancer called
rhabdomyosarcoma.

The popular Amador Valley High School
athlete’s cancer went into remission briefly.
It was during this time that his mother, Billie,
found out about an experimental bone mar-
row treatment.
